5. Mount hand notcher securely to a solid work bench prior to use and work bench must be secured to 

the floor

INSTALLING THE MACHINE 

The TK 1655 Notcher removes and trims sheet metal 16 gauge and lighter to form all kinds of special 
shapes. Heavy-duty bearings give smooth operation. Ram with adjustable gibs assures blade alignment. 
Lower blade adjusts quick and easy. A 6” scale is set on each side of the lower 90° blade and an adjustable 
gauge is mounted on each scale for fast, simple set-ups on duplicate notching jobs. Floor stand is available. 
 

OPERATING THE MACHINE 
Blades have two cutting edges and may be rotated when dull. Upper blades are interchanged from one side 
of ram to the other. The lower blades are interchanged from one side of the base to the other and turned 
over. Blades may be sharpened by grinding the edge. The face may be ground if necessary and shims must 
be used under blades to compensate for amount ground off. It is important that the blades be ground the 
same amount and the lower blades adjusted to compensate for this grinding.  
 
LUBRICATION 
Oil ram slide and cam daily.
